Please
put items on your curb the evening before. Absolutely no
hazardous waste, asbestos, batteries, liquids, paints, oils,
tires, or computer parts. Tree trimmings and brush must
be either bagged or bundled/tied and less than 3 feet in
length. No large appliances unless pre-arranged with the
County Waste office. Please call 434-296-6000 to make
arrangements or for any other questions.

Is Your Yard Ready for Fall?

Prepare your lawn, trees and bushes now for a healthy, beautiful spring!

AERATE the soil so that oxygen, water and fertilizer can easily reach grass’s roots.

FERTILIZE your lawn. Fall is the most important time to fertilize, delivering essential
nutrients for grass to grow deep roots now and reserve nutrients for a healthy start in
spring.

SEED in new areas and bare patches. Overseeding in sparse areas gives the grass a

chance to establish itself without having to compete with weeds in spring. Look for seed
that contains less than .5 percent weed seed.

WEED CONTROL in the fall is the time to fight back. Apply an herbicide to kill weeds
now and they won’t come back in the spring.

RAKE LEAVES CONTINUOUSLY - don't wait until they all fall. Large amounts of

leaves on your grass become wet with rain and dew. This will suffocate your grass and
breed fungal diseases. Mulching the leaves with a mulching mower is another option.
Remember - do not dump leaves in any commeon areas! Bag them and put them out with
your trash toter.

MOW A FINAL TIME - the last cut of the season should be 1 % " - disease has a harder
time with shorter grass.

FALL IS THE BEST TIME TO PLANT - remove dead or overgrown shrubs and plant
new ones. Early fall gives plants a head start at establishing roots in the season’s cool,
moist soil. Boxwoods, Winterberries, Knockout roses and bulbs are great for fall planting.

TRIM DEAD LIMBS - snow can gather on dead tree limbs and cause havoc if they are

big. You can protect smaller ornamental trees from further damage by cutting cracked,
loose and diseased limbs.

CUT BACK PERENNIALS - Trim your perennials back to the ground which will send
energy to the roots for next season. Completely remove all annuals.
